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FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE - March 5, 2010 - Brockton, MA-Concord Foods Inc is
voluntarily recalling certain production codes of Concord Foods Vegetable Dip Seasoning mix
that is generally sold in the produce department of supermarkets because they have the potential
to be contaminated with Salmonella, an organism which can cause serious and sometimes fatal
infections in young children, frail or elderly people, and others with weakened immune systems.
Healthy persons infected with Salmonella often experience fever, diarrhea (which may be
bloody), nausea, vomiting and abdominal pain. In rare circumstances, infection with Salmonella
can result in the organism getting into the bloodstream and producing more severe illnesses such
as arterial infections (i.e., infected aneurysms), endocarditis and arthritis.

Concord Foods was notified by its supplier that an ingredient used in these products and
produced by Basic Food Flavors Inc is the subject of a voluntary recall due to potential
Salmonella contamination.
